Procedure

· Create an 8 1/2” x 11” one or two-sided color copy on heave weight paper. Must be neat, clean, and professional. 

· Student must develop 1 cover page including name and log

· Student must develop 1 internship page including: skills obtained, job title, company name, and various work/pictures student participate in. 

· Student will give an oral presentation reflecting on internship experience. Must be approximately 5 minutes long. 

Extra Credit

 You may do 2 additional portfolio pages for 10 extra credit points. You may also create a leave behind and/or resume for 10 points extra credit. (Remember: resume, leave behind/business card, and portfolio should all have a cohesive theme will all visual and written elements.)

Examples of topics for additional pages: other course work, work experience, club participation, awards, skills learned, articles written, ect.
