Project 3 

PROFESSIONAL WARDROBE PLAN

Objectives:

1. Network with a professional in the student’s chosen career.

2. Identify clothing requirements needed to enhance impression formation relative to chosen career. 

3. Analyze existing wardrobe to determine its characteristics and to plan for future purchases.

4. Prepare a personal clothing budget.

5. Plan a professional wardrobe.

6. Develop skills in oral and written communication.

Procedure:

1. Professional Image

a. Identify your chosen career aspiration.

b. Interview someone who is employed in your chosen career. Two professionals must be interviewed if working in a team. Obtain information concerning salary range, dress coed, and working conditions. 

c. Describe the appropriate clothing choices for your future career. (Be specific, not just  “business casual”). If working as a team, compare clothing choices recommended by each professional.

2. Analysis of Existing Wardrobe

a. Evaluate the clothing in your present inventory to determine its appropriateness for your chosen profession. List all appropriate business pieces. Use shopping plan worksheet.

b. Describe the clothing choices that you find dominate your wardrobe as to line, design details, colors, textures, and fit. Summarize what you learned about your clothing preferences. Take a picture of your current wardrobe.

c. Eliminate space invaders by sorting, dividing, and organizing clothing in your personal wardrobe. (See worksheet)  Take an after picture wardrobe after eliminating space invaders.

3. Professional Wardrobe Selection

a. Summarize the garment and accessory designs and colors that enhance your proportions and personal coloring. Use the color palette worksheet, Face shape, body type, and styles for me worksheets. 

b. Select the fist six (6) pieces of apparel (no shoes or accessories) for your professional wardrobe. (Please note if you are using any pieces from your existing apparel). These pieces should coordinate with each other so that they can be mixed in a variety of combinations. 

c. Illustrate with pictures or photographs the six pieces you will begin with.

4. Budget

a. Estimate your future yearly and monthly income (based on your interview). Determine the monthly and yearly amount you will spend on clothing (should be between 6-10%). Use the budget analysis worksheet.

b. List the six (6) pieces planned in #3b and the estimated cost of each item. List the total price of your six starter pieces.

c. Prioritize your planned purchases. 

PRESENTATION

1. Written: Summarize your findings into a paper. Include worksheets. Include a discussion of all points listed in the procedure section. Be sure to close with a summary paragraph that summarizes your findings. Your paper should be 4-6 pages in length, double-spaced, using 12 font.  

2. Visual: Design a career notebook or board that depicts your chosen career and an interchangeable wardrobe appropriate for this career. 

3. Oral: Students will present their findings to the class in an oral presentation of 5-6 minutes. 

EVALUATION

1. Using the forms provided, the oral and visual presentation will be evaluated by:

a. the professor

b. each class member will evaluate 4 peers ( two (2) points will be deducted from your grade for each peer evaluation you fail to complete. 

2. The written paper will be evaluated by the professor.

3. Submitting evaluation forms: 

a. The faculty evaluation form should be attached to the written report. (Failure to submit this for will result in a 5-point deduction from your score)

b. The peer evaluation forms should be turned in the end of the class when the evaluation was done.
